OVERVIEW

The United States - Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN)
Connectivity through Trade and Investment project is a five-year program of
the U. S. Agency for International Development and the U.S. Department of
State to increase U.S. economic engagement and cooperation with ASEAN
countries. Asia is an increasingly inter-connected region; with the launch of
the ASEAN Economic Community (AEC) in 2015, the U.S. government has
aligned its development assistance priorities to support regional integration.

FOCUS AREAS

ASEAN Single Window Development for Cargo Clearance

ACTT is helping to create an ASEAN Single Window that will enable
streamlined electronic data submission for cargo clearance and lower the cost
of doing business across the region. It will also increase transparency in
customs systems and improve compliance, reduce clearance times and costs,
and help ensure that trade regulations are administered equitably for all
businesses.

Trade and Investment

ACTT provides technical assistance to reduce trade and investment barriers in
the areas of trade in goods, trade in services, and investment, including
harmonizing business standards in priority integration sectors in
collaboration with the private sector.

Small and Medium Enterprises

ACTT trains entrepreneurs, especially women in Burma, Cambodia, Laos, and
Vietnam, to help bridge the gap between developing and developed countries
in the region and to promote greater participation in emerging economic
opportunities stemming from the AEC.

Energy

In partnership with the U.S. Department of Energy, technical assistance to
ASEAN member states under ACTI supports advancing renewable and
sustainable energy solutions to help meet the region’s energy challenges.

Information and Communication Technology

ACTT supports development and application of
regulatory and technology solutions to rural broadband
access in line with the objectives of ASEAN’s ICT
Master Plan.

U.S.-ACTI builds on the ASEAN Development 1V ision to
Adypance National Cooperation and Economic Integration
(ADVANCE) program, launched in 2007 by USAID
and the U.S. Department of State, for comprehensive
support for the integration of the ASEAN Community
across its three pillars: political-security, economic, and
socio-cultural. Under the ADVANCE umbrella program,
the ASEAN-U.S. Technical Assistance and Training Facility
provided technical assistance from 2007 - 2012 through
the ASEAN Secretariat for a wide variety of activities,
including the ASEAN Regional Forum, the Human
Rights Resource Center, and ASEAN’s response to
natural disasters, as well as numerous initiatives to
stimulate the free flow of goods in a single market and
production base of the ASEAN Economic Community.
